Since January this year the Well-come project, operating under Wellspring Family Centre, has been running as a pilot scheme.


Led by Anne Simmonds, the we’ll-come team are hiring suitable rooms at the NRCC building [Yaxham Rd In. Est.]





Each Monday a small group of ‘members’ spend the day with our team of volunteers. A typical day might include 2 sessions; a morning with activities such as pottery, art, crafts, learning to do the shopping again, walking; etc. Then after lunch a more passive afternoon.  For example games, musical appreciation and a one to one session where we discuss aims and goals, and how to achieve them realistically.





Some are wanting to get back into full time employment, so we are practicing filling in job applications and will be doing some interviews.


Others would like to cut down on chain smoking so we have devised a plan to fill in time when they would otherwise be “lighting up”.  This includes dusting the home; preparing food; cleaning the cats’ bowls every day; cleaning the bath, hand basin and toilet etc. etc.!!  





Thank you to those volunteers who are faithfully working each week with these vulnerable adults all recovering from some form of mental illness and currently out of work as a result.


The CPN’s [Community Psychiatric Nurse] from Springwell Centre [NHS], and MIND Norwich have advised us, and then given extremely encouraging feedback on the value of what is being done.
